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LOUISIANA RECEIVES ITS HIGHEST RANKING EVER IN CHIEF EXECUTIVE MAGAZINE'S BEST AND WORST STATES FOR BUSINESS 


Survey of chief executives ranks Louisiana as the most improved state for business in the U.S. over the last four years

Today, Chief Executive magazine announced Louisiana ranks 27th on its 2011 Best and Worst States for Business ranking, where hundreds of the nation's top business leaders ranked states on various business climate factors, such as taxes and workforce quality, as well as selected the best and worst states for business overall. This year's ranking marks a 14-spot jump for Louisiana, which moved up from 41st in 2010 (40th excluding Washington, D.C.), and is Louisiana's highest ever position in this ranking.

When Gov. Bobby Jindal took office, Louisiana was ranked 48th in the U.S. Louisiana's ranking improved to 46th in 2008, then moved to 44th in 2009 and 41st in 2010, and then jumped to 27th in the latest ranking. Louisiana's 21-spot improvement since early 2008 is the largest improvement of any state in the U.S. during that period of time. Louisiana also was the second most improved state in the U.S. in the last year.

The Chief Executive ranking is based on a nationwide survey conducted earlier this year in which more than 500 CEOs across the U.S. graded states on their overall business climates, as well as a variety of specific business climate factors, including taxation and regulation, workforce quality and living environment. The article accompanying the ranking in Chief Executive magazine noted, "By proactively reshaping its posture toward business taxation and regulation, Louisiana has been quietly stealing pages from the Texas playbook."
